1. Method of Recruitment:

Selection of candidates will be made in accordance with the
High Court of Karnataka Service (Conditions of Service and
Recruitment) Rules, 1973, as amended from time to time
and the High Court of Karnataka Service (Direct Recruitment
by Selection) Rules, 1984, as amended from time to time.

2. Minimum Qualification:

1) Minimum Qualification shall be a Degree in Science/ Arts/
Commerce/ Business Management/ Computer Applications
of a Recognized University with minimum of 55% marks in
the aggregate for candidates belonging to General Category
and Other Backward Categories and a minimum of 50%
marks in the aggregate for candidates belonging to Schedule
Caste and Schedule Tribes.

2) Should have passed Senior Grade Typewriting Examination in
English and Kannada with knowledge of operation of
Computers.

Knowledge of operation of computers means
possessing a Certificate in Computer Basics issued by an
Institute imparting Computer Education.

Applications sent / submitted by any other mode other than online

will not be considered.

(@) The candidates belonging to General Merit and Other
Backward Classes (other than Scheduled Caste/Scheduled
Tribe/Category- I and Persons with bench mark disability
(Physically Challenged)), shall pay an Application Fee of

'350/- (Rupees Three hundred and fifty only) and

candidates belonging to Scheduled Caste/ Scheduled
Tribe/Category-I/ Persons with bench mark disability
(Physically Challenged), shall pay an Application Fee of

'200/- (Rupees Two hundred Only) prescribed for the post,
by any of the following mode of payment.

(i) Online Payment: On submission of online
application, the candidates shall make the online
payment of application fee by SBI online payment
gateway mentioned in the online application.

(ii) Challan Form: On submission of online application,
the candidates shall download the challan through
the SBI online payment gateway link as mentioned in
the online application, in PDF format and shall remit
the prescribed fee in any branch of SBI.

10. Candidates Claiming Reservations:

a) Under Scheduled Caste / Scheduled Tribe /Category-I
/II'A/II B/III A/III B shall possess the certificate in
the form as prescribed by the Government of Karnataka
and issued by the Competent Authority at the time of
submitting online application and produce the same
whenever directed by the Competent Authority without
fail.

b) Under Persons with bench mark disability
(Physically Challenged) he/she shall possess the
Certificates issued by the Competent Authorities at the
time of submitting online application and produce the
same whenever directed by the Competent Authority
without fail.

c) Under Ex - servicemen shall possess the certificate of
Release or Discharge from Armed Forces at the time of
submitting online application and produce the same
whenever directed by the Competent Authority without
fail.

d) Under Kannada Medium quota he/she shall possess
certificate for having studied in Kannada Medium from
1st standard to 10t standard as prescribed in
Notification No. DPAR 71 SRR 2001 dated 24.10.2002,
duly signed and sealed by the Head Master of the School
and countersigned by the concerned Block Education
Officer at the time of submitting online application and
produce the same whenever directed by the Competent
Authority without fail.

e) Under Rural quota should have studied from
1st standard to 10th standard in Rural Areas. The
candidates shall possess Rural Study Certificate : Contd,

SRR 2005 dated 10.08.2005, duly attested by the
Headmaster of the school and countersigned by the
concerned Block Education Officer and General Merit
candidate claiming reservation under rural quota shall
also possess certificate in Form-I obtained from
concerned Tahsildar as per Government Order No.

Certificates) Rules, 2013.

h) Under ‘Others’ shall possess the Certificate issued by
the Competent Authority on or before the last date of
submitting online application as per Section 6 of the
Transgender Persons (Protection of Rights) Act, 2019.

Candidates called for the Document Verification/Typing Test
and viva-voce, shall produce the necessary original documents
with regard to Educational Qualification (i.e., SSLC or its
equivalent examination certificate for proof of date of birth),
Kannada and English Junior & Senior Grade Typing Certificates,
Diploma Certificates in case of Diploma in Commercial Practice
i.e, I to VI Semester/I to III years, Degree Certificates,
Convocation Certificate, Caste, Reservations claimed with regard
to Rural/Persons with Bench Mark Disability (Physically
Challenged)/ Ex-Servicemen/Kannada Medium/Displaced from
projects/Widow and Local Cadre/Others for verification purpose.

The candidate shall furnish three certificates of Character at the
time of verification of documents i.e. one issued from the Head of
the Institution / College in which he / she last studied with
study details and other two certificates from respectable persons
not being relative who is well acquainted with him / her.

If the candidates are employed/working in any State
Government or Central Government or an establishment in
public sector, the candidates shall mention the same in the
online application and if the candidate is selected, he/she shall
produce “No Objection Certificate” from the concerned
department, where he/she is working as per amended Rule 11 of
Karnataka Civil Service (General Recruitment) Rules, 1977.

Candidates called for Typing Test / viva - voce will have to
appear for the same at their own cost.

The candidates appointed to the post of Typist are liable to be
posted at High Court of Karnataka Principal Bench at Bengaluru
or Benches at Dharwad and Kalaburagi.

If any candidate attempts to obtain extraneous support by any
means for candidature from any officials or non-officials, he/she
will not be eligible for appointment.

On verification, if the information so furnished by the
candidate in the application is found to be false, then
his/her candidature is liable for rejection and also he/ she is
liable for criminal prosecution for furnishing false
information.
